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OFFICERS PRESIDENT’S CORNER

Welcome to the second Club Assembly for our term.
Hopefully today we get off to a good start with presenting our programs to

achieve the various goals and objectives we have set out to accomplish this year. I
think the President talked too much last week—but again, hopefully, he will learn as
time moves on.

We did manage to get the general membership to approve an increase in the
RCB Dues for the year to 7,000 pesos. For those still not sure of the explanation,
this total includes the required 1,500 pesos per member that comes from the fines.
Some members have already agreed to pay this week (thank you!). We have a
deadline of 23 July 2005 for paying at least the First Semester Dues (which is 2,900
pesos, not including your fines), to be part of the RC Baguio Semi-Annual Report
that we have to send Rotary International on 25 July 2005.

I had a chance to talk with President Maya this week and the Anns are planning
to take a trip of their own out to Luding to look at what are the possibilities for
projects that the Anns can implement this year.

Dir. John Santos has been to my office to discuss the University of the Philip-
pines scholars we are supporting this year (there are eight of them). We want to try
and integrate them somehow to become partners-in-service as well, so they can
see what the Club is doing in the community—and they may be able to help  us
implement (at least with manpower) some projects. In this way, we hope to get to
know them as well, rather than be “faceless” scholars whom we never meet. Dir.
John will also get one of them to speak to the Club on behalf of the whole group at
some point.

PP Rene is looking at our former “Triple-B” tramline with PE Chris, to see if we
can remove the cable and bring it to Luding for use in building the Luding Tram. The
Triple-B area now has a road and therefore the three barangays don’t need the
tramline we built with a Matching Grant anymore. This will be a tall order to accom-
plish (moving the cable), so we aren’t sure yet if we can do it. However, if success-
ful, we will save quite a lot of money, which means we can then do other things with
the amount.

Before I forget, there were seven “invitees” to the first “This Is Rotary” semi-
nar conducted by PP Veeh—those that did the inviting should now try and focus on
getting their people to attend our regular meetings, if they are still interested.

PP Chris, Dir. Allan, Dir. John, Dir. Bert, Sec. Gerard, PP Rene, Rtn. Rolly, IPP
Helmut and Ann Louise accompanied me to the RC Dagupan Induction Ceremo-
nies last Saturday after our meeting in Baguio—thank you to one and all for joining.
While this is “induction season” at the moment and I do ask those that would like to
come along (via text), perhaps you might like to consider the RC Vigan Induction on
July 31 (Sunday) as an interesting out of town trip. Please let me know, as we intend
to possibly stay overnight and come back early Monday morning.

July 23 will be the First Fellowship for the Club—we will be having an evening
despedida for Uta and Klaus Schwarz, so please keep that date in mind. I am sure
PP Rene will want to see you there with your spouse.

Re-inventing the Cañao

and the Club Logo

Your EIC is thankful for being entrusted the chal-
lenge of doing our weekly bulletin.  As I continue to
do just that, I tip my hat off to my EIC predecessors;
all of whom (now I know) had to make a continual
sacrifice of time, talent and treasure to oblige with
such a time-consuming (but very rewarding) task. I
also thank Pres. Mike and VP Flo for this assignment
and for their trust and confidence in me.

OUR EMBLEM IS NOT THE CLUB LOGO

The Cañao emblem, which many equated to be
our club logo was the first item I simplified.  The origi-
nal (despite all its virtues in symbolism) consumed way
too much space and became rather difficult to appre-
ciate when printed at the relatively small size that it
ended up in.  From the original handiwork of my es-
teemed mentor, Rtn. Jody Alabanza, I brought it into
the second century of Rotary by removing portions of
it—for better appreciation at a more appropriate size.
Allow me to go on record that disrespect was the
furthest thought on my mind.

I have taken the cudgels of obliging with a club
logo, complete with explanation.  This was printed in
the our Cañao Induction Issue.  It is again presented
here for commentary and concurrence. My update
(above) now has the name of the club written out,
using the elements (r, c and B) from the logo; for
better apreciation and for full integration. The year
we were chartered (1938) is now made the focal point
of the cardiode-heart shaped logo.

We can now present a more easily recognizable
logo and no longer be bothered by the issue that we
had such a HUGE emblem (not logo).

 HEADING SAMPLE

IMPROVEMENT WAS MAINLY ON LAYOUT

My option was to maintain most of the compo-
nents of the Cañao. Its size, sheet sequence, con-
tents, are still generally, very much what they used to
be. What I did change was mainly the layout and how
the elements now come together.

What I envisioned for the Canao was for it to be
more methodical in its layout.  My take on the matter
is that the headings and styles should be uniform.  This
is the reason why, you now see the reverse headings
which are now the new standard. “Corporate” is the
way I chose to describe the system.  See the heading
sample below to understand what I mean:

Also given a touch of “new order” are the sub-
titles and by-lines.  This has been standardized so that
the image of the writer and the (now mandatory) sub-
titles now come together more methodically.  The
“double-by” for the Scenes We Like To See segment
is another matter.

CHOICE OF FONT-TYPES

Times New Roman font has been chosen—after
weeks of mulling the options.  This serif typeface—
the one with “feet” on the letters, has good readabil-
ity, making it an excellent choice for our body text. An
example of this, is the very text you are now reading.

Zapf Humanist font (such as the text “HEAD-
ING SAMPLE” above), is sans serif— typeface with-
out “feet” on the letters.  It is perfect for headlines
that are distictive and have impact. Hence, my choice.

MORE NEXT TIME

My gut-feel is that I can go on and on with telling
you about how and why I did certain things.  Maybe I
will oblige with more of this at a later time.

If only to justify the options I have made and my
reasons for such, I guess I owe these explanations to
our RCB members.  Without it, I dread the day when
someone would come forward to disagree with me
on the course/s of action I have taken.

So long as they disagree without being disageeable,
I think we could discuss matters.
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IN RETROSPECT

As always, the Club Assembly conducted last 09 July 2005 became a re-affirmation of the already-
established fact relative to the competence of the Rotary Club of Baguio to rise from the established norms
and prove itself as a trendsetter among its peers.

What lies beneath the nucleus of the success of RCB is the no-nonsense camaraderie among its distin-
guished members whose unparalleled loyalty and total dedication in Service Above Self is truly remarkable.

Dir. Raffy Chan had the honor of being the day’s Program Coordinator. Promptly after the initial proceed-
ings—Invocation (given by VP Flo Bayquen), Pambansang Awit and Rotary Hymn, the mood of the meeting
was immediately put into a different setting by the duo of Mr. Bing and Ding Villamor, who were invited by
Rtn. Faith Runas.  The duo gave the audience their haunting rendition of a song about the environment and
the classic “Bridge Over Troubled Water”.

After the well-received entertainment number, Rtn. Dino Oriña made a hearty introduction of the visiting
Rotarians and guests.  Indeed, it is heartwarming to witness other Rotarians show keen interest in the cause
of the basic foundations which this very prestigious club is based upon—by dynamically participating in the
activities of our club.  Interactions like this can indubitably bring out the best in each person.
