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NEOPHYTE THOUGHTS

For the ancient Greeks, fire had divine connotations —
it was thought to have been stolen from the gods by
Prometheus. Fire was also present at  many of  the
sanctuaries in Olympia. A fire permanently burned on the
altar of Hestia in Olympia. During the Olympic Games, which
honoured Zeus, additional fires were lit at his temple and
that of his wife, Hera. The modern Olympic flame is ignited
at the site where the temple of Hera used to stand. The
Olympic Fire, is a symbol of the Olympic Games, the fire
was kept burning throughout the celebration of the
Olympics.*

That’s a bit of history of the great Olympic games.
Amazing isn’t it? I am always amazed with Ancient Greece
– the immortalized architecture, the very influential arts, the
legendary heroes depicted in Greek Mythology (one of my
favorite subject during High School) and the Statue of Zeus
at Olympia carved by the famed Classical sculptor Phidias
(5th century BC) circa 435 BC, in present day Greece, is
traditionally one of the Seven Wonders of the World.*

Today, we celebrate our 68th Charter Day. Just like the
ancient Greece, I found out that our club is very rich in
history. I have been digging our club’s past and was
astounded by my find. For a writer like me, it’s like the pot
of gold at the end of the rainbow, a treasure chest in some
remote island, Yamashita treasure in the heartland of
Benguet. Thanks to PE Raffy Chan and our historian Rtn.
